Supporting implementation of evaluation methodology.

Managing supply chain operations which includes managing produce donation
procurement and working with warehouse and transportation partners to fulfill the
quantity and variety of produce needs.

Closely coordinating with warehouse and logistics partners on scheduling and
delivering produce requirements.

Assisting in identifying schools for Brighter Bites programmatic needs.

Facilitating operations, scheduling, supervising staff, tracking all program components,
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data management and reporting.
